The Government of Tamil Nadu in the reference 1st cited notified the ban on
the manufacture, store, supply, transport, sale or distribution of certain “use and
throwaway plastics” such as plastic sheets, plastic plates, plastic coated tea
cups/tumblers, plastic straws, plastic flags, plastic water pouches and carry bags
(irrespective of thickness) and it came into force from 01.01.2019 in the State of

Tamil Nadu effectively.

The Board vide reference 2" to 4" cited has requested to include provision of
permanent display boards and to declare “plastic free zone" in schools, to conduct
awareness programs, competitions, exhibitions, cultural programs, awareness rally,
etc with active participation of students on the awareness on avoidance of use and

throwaway plastic items and on the collection of plastic wastes.



Further, TNPCB has conducted one day Training programme with all the
District Co-ordinators of Eco-club, National Green Corps (NGC) & Scouts on
20.09.2019 and Imparted training on salient features of Waste Management Rules,
2016 inc!uding plastic waste Mmanagement and best practices in waste recycling.

Hence in view of the orders of the Hon'ble High Court of Madrés, the School
Education Department shal| Issue instructions to all the schools to promote and
collect new ideas for avoidance of plastic usage from Government school students
by way of conducting competitions among them and the students can also be
considered to be appointed as Brand Ambassadors in creating awareness among
public for eradication of plastics.
