Nothing daunted, last year’s staff set out on their task and by
cheapening the cover and by practising other rigid economies they mnot
only made expenses but paid the deficit of previous years.

This year we are publishing two types of books, raising the subserip-
tion price for the more expensive binding. Thus our all-round success is
assured. We have gone to the very limit of our budget to give the faculty
and student body of Kenmore High a book that they can well be proud of,
a book that will be priceless a few years from now.

HOW TO FIX AN ALARM CLOCK

Since most anyone would rather remain asleep than roll over and
turn off their alarm clock, it seems that no one would ever want to or
would attempt to repair one. Just as a helpful hint to those who would
try to fix their clock I am going to explain two ways in which this may
be done. These two methods can be used on all other clocks except
grandfather, electric, and city hall clocks.

In working out the first method, first make sure that there is some-
thing wrong with the clock. If there isn’t something wrong with it when
you start, there certainly will be by the time you get through. Then
immerse the entire clock, face and all in a gallon of kerosene. This is
supposed to clean it out, but usually all it ever does is to turn the face
black. The clock should be immersed for ten minutes only, however,
ten days will do. In the meantime all dynamite, matches and such things
should be kept away unless you are a good friend of an undertaker.
When the clock is thoroughly soaked, pull it out and see if it ticks. If it
does it is marvelous; if it doesn’t, it is nothing more than can be expected.

The next thing to do if the clock still ticks is to take it apart. This
is the second method. The easest way to accomplish this, is to give it
to the baby (that is if you have one). A hammer, a screw-driver or a
bicycle wrench can accomplish the same feat. Care must be taken that
when the main spring pops out it doesn’t hit you. You must also watch
out for the alarm spring. When this hasg been done, examine the
mechanism and see if anything is wrong.

The startling realization that the clock won’t tick, is sad but true. In
this case there is but two things left to do. Either put it back together
or throw it away. The latter thing is being done generally.

Now the two best methods for fixing an alarm clock have been related,
and since the first method seldom works and the second mever, it is much
more advisable to throw the clock in the ash can in the first place—
